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Like last year, we have remained inactive in raising funds or promoting membership 
so as to leave the Narthex Appeal unhindered in continuing its promotion. So again 
we have enjoyed a quiet year but nonetheless one which saw good progress. 

Referring to the enclosed Income and Expenditure Account for the year to March 
2008, you will note that £25,715 was paid out in respect ofthe Riddle Posts yet our 
year end bank balance fell by only £11,193. An income of over £14,000 is a very 
satisfactory position. Subscriptions were up after a decline the previous year and 
these represent the barometer ofour financial health. Donations, all important and 
also pleasingly up, remain spasmodic and difficult to project. 

So we need more members, particularly paying under Gift Aid, and the most effective 
promotion is via word of mouth where all Friends can lcindly help by spreading the 
word in their parishes. The review ofour membership recruitment activity and 
profile is held over as mentioned above. 

Our current focus on assisting with the Re-ordering of the Sanctuary is unchanged. 
The Riddles and Dossals (posts and curtains) to enclose the Chancel will be the gift of 
the Friends, with a cost in excess of £50,000. The 14 Riddles have been erected and 
have proved an eye-catching but incomplete addition to the Sanctuary. The colour 
and design of the sample fabric for the Dossals are now approved, and the weaving is 
in hand. This has taken longer than we had hoped, and the hanging ofthe curtains 
will not be in time for the 2008 AGM as we had originally calculated. But the rich 
and decorative enclosure for the Sanctuary, bringing much needed colour to the East 
End of the Cathedral, should be seen in its full glory by the year end. 

Meetings of the Committee have alternated between the Cathedral and the Bury 
Presbytery (with thanks to Fr Philip Shryane). Three committee meetings were held 
during the year and one newsletter published in February. Additionally our annual 
meeting was held in October and attended by over 50 Friends who afterwards enjoyed 
a convivial and satisfying lunch. The Chrism Mass in March was as usual well 
supported by the Diocese and the Friends provided the refreshment; we acknowledge 
with gratitude that the collection taken during the Mass was made available to the 
Friends. 

Much good work is performed by the members of the Committee and I am grateful 
for their support. Other thanks are due to lan Storman, the former Diocesan Finance 
Officer, for his careful scrutiny and confirmation ofour accounts; to Mary Corbridge 
for maintaining the membership file; and to Eve, at the Cathedral office, for 
assistance with stationery and printing - hence our minimal expenditure.
